DEFINITIONS (see Section 101 of the Standard Specifications for additional information) 
 
The “Agreement” is the Agreement Between Owner and Contractor to be entered into by the Owner and the successful Bidder of the Project.

SCOPE OF WORK

Bidder shall provide all materials, labor, tools, equipment, supplies, safety equipment, transportation and supervision necessary to perform, and shall perform, the work generally described, in a good and workmanlike manner and in accordance with the Contract Documents (as herein defined) as necessary to produce the results intended by the Contract Documents, including the protection of all property traversed or approached (all hereinafter called the “Work”). 
 
COMPLETENESS OF SPECIFICATIONS AND PLANS

The county roads are detailed on a Project Sheet and shown on map as included in the Appendix. Total estimated quantity of area to receive a Type 3P seal coat with AE90S and SC 11 aggregate seal coat (Chip and seal) is approximately 437,143 square yards. All work is to be done in accordance with the plans, specifications, and contract documents.

DESCRIPTION:
Work under this contract shall consist of the Contractor furnishing and applying liquid asphalt emulsion and cover aggregate seal on designated county roads. All roads are to receive one layer of Seal Coat Type 3P using AE90S asphalt emulsion with the layer using SC 11 stone.

Chip seal aggregate shall be durable, uniform in quality, and free from wood, bark, roots, and other deleterious materials.

The size and condition of all equipment shall be approved prior to construction. Should equipment be unsatisfactory for whatever cause, the Contractor shall remove and replace the equipment without delay or cost. The equipment shall conform to the following minimum requirements. 

BITUMINOUS DISTRIBUTOR: 
A minimum of two like distributors shall be used on this project. The distributors shall be self-powered and capable of providing a uniform application rate of emulsion varying from .05-1.00 gallons per square yard over a variable width up to 24 feet in a single pass. The asphalt distributor shall be capable of maintaining the asphalt binder at the specified temperature. The uniformity of the distributors shall not vary by more the two-hundredths gallons per square yard. The distributors shall be equipped with a variable power unit for the pump and full circulation spray bars, which are adjustable laterally and vertically. The nozzle angle and bar height shall be set to provide one hundred percent of double coverage in a single pass. The spray bar nozzles shall produce a uniform double lap application fan spray, and the shutoff shall be instantaneous, with no dripping. All nozzles shall be oriented at the same angle between 15 and 30 degrees using the wrench supplied by the distributor manufacturer. Each pressure distributor shall be capable of maintaining the specified application rate within ±0.015 gal/yd2 for each distributor load. Any areas that exceed 24’ in width where multiple passes will be required to complete the full width, the four inches adjacent to the second pass may be left with 50 percent coverage so that the next pass will complete the full application rate specified. Distributors shall be self-powered and include computerized application controls, a tachometer, pressure gauges, accurate volume devices, calibrated tank and a thermometer for measuring temperatures of the emulsion in the tank.

 AGGREGATE SPREADER: 
The aggregate spreader shall be self-propelled and supported by at least four tires on two axles capable of providing a uniform application rate of aggregate from five to 50 pounds per square yard over a variable width up to 24 feet in a single pass. The uniformity of this machine shall not vary by more than one pound per square yard. The aggregate spreader shall be equipped with the means of applying the cover coat material to the surface with computerized application controls so that the required amount of material will be deposited uniformly over the full width of the bituminous material. A computer rate-controlled aggregate spreader shall be required. To maintain constant stone application, a self-locking truck hitch will permit towing of aggregate trucks without stopping the chip spreader.  It will be capable of maintaining positive engagement over irregular terrain.

ROLLERS: 
A minimum of two self-propelled pneumatic tired rollers for the Chip Seal application. A pneumatic tire roller shall have a minimum rolling width of 5.5 ft The rubber-tired rollers shall have a gross load adjustable to apply 50-90 psi uniformly over the pavement The alignment of the axles shall be such that the rear- axle tires, when inflated to the proper pressure, can compact the voids untouched by the front-axle tires. Tire pressure shall be specified for the pneumatic tire rollers and shall not vary more than plus or minus 5.0 psi At no time shall the rollers travel more than 7 miles per hour.

TRUCKS:
 For hauling aggregate shall be rear discharge equipped with a device to lock onto the hitch at the rear of the aggregate spreader to prevent spillage.  Sufficient hauling vehicles shall be available to ensure continuous operations of the distributor and the aggregate spreader.

SWEEPERS:
 Self-propelled four wheeled rotary mechanical brooms and or vacuum brooms capable of operating in both forward and reverse is recommended.  Brooms should be checked to ensure they are in good condition and meet applicable environmental standards.
CONSTRUCTION NOISE 
The Contractor shall be required to limit construction noise by maintaining his equipment in proper working order, thereby minimizing the effect of construction noise in the project areas.

EQUIPMENT CALIBRATION:
The contractor shall provide proof of calibration of the asphalt distributor and the aggregate spreader. The asphalt distributor shall be calibrated prior to the job. The asphalt application rate will be verified on a daily basis as calculated by dividing the total gallons of asphalt by the total area treated. The contractor shall submit the results of the calibration procedure to the County. 


TEST STRIP:
The Contractor shall construct a continuous 500-foot-long test strip at the start of each roadway. The length of this may be adjusted slightly based on roadway characteristics and condition at the time of construction. The Contractor is to apply binder and stone at the plan rates unless directed by a representative of the county. The Contractor and county representative will review the test strip for streaking, ridging, bleeding, or other problems. The review will be onsite immediately after applying and rolling material, not the following day. Upon review the Contractor is to make any rate and/or quantity adjustments at the direction of the county representative. At this time the Contractor may proceed with the remainder of the work. The County may at any time request an additional test strip to modify the application rates.

WEATHER LIMITATIONS:
The Chip Seal shall not be applied when the pavement is moist, or when the weather is or may be detrimental. Detrimental weather is defined as rain showers, cool temperatures, moist pavements, threat of rain showers, or other environmental factors which could affect the performance of the Chip Seal construction. Relative humidity shall be less than 75%.  No Chip Seal shall be applied if either the pavement or air temperature is below 60°F and falling but may be applied when both pavement and air temperatures are above 60°F and rising. Suspend chip sealing if the pavement surface temperature exceeds 140°F. The Chip Seal shall not be placed when freezing conditions are expected within 24 hours of application. No bituminous material shall be placed which cannot be cared for during daylight hours. Applications of asphalt will not be permitted when the wind velocity is excessive unless the spray bar is fully enclosed by a wind guard and satisfactory application can be attained.  
Neither the County nor their designee will make determinations for ceasing operations due to forecasted rain. It shall be up to the Contractor to assess the risks associated with performing work with rain forecasted. If inclement weather occurs, the Owner or their designee shall have full discretion to reject work or require maintenance to completed areas that are determined to have been impacted by the weather.  

TRAFFIC CONTROL:
MAINTENANCE OF TRAFFIC  (MOT)
Traffic control devices shall be placed in accordance with the INDOT approved MUTCD.
Maintenance of traffic shall be the sole responsibility of the Contractor. Unless otherwise specified. Traffic should be discontinued on the project area being surface treated. The treated roadway shall not be used by the contractor or its agents until it has been established that the roadway will not be damaged or marred under the action of traffic Any damage to the applied chip seal shall be repaired by the Contractor at no additional cost to the agency. A recommended maximum speed of 20 mph should be maintained for a period of two hours. Contractor shall provide all flagging when flagging operations are required on a project, the Contractor shall provide qualified, suitably and equipped flagmen 

All necessary precautions shall be taken for the protection of the work and safety of the public.
All labor, materials, equipment, and incidental work necessary to perform this work, shall be included in the lump sum price for “Maintaining Traffic” (MOT).




PROTECTION OF MOTOR VECHILES:
The Contractor shall be responsible for claims of damage to vehicles until the roadways and shoulders have been swept free of loose aggregate. 

PRIOR TO CLOSING OR AFTER OPENING THE ROAD TO TRAFFIC
It will be necessary to close the road to traffic for the construction of the project. The Contractor shall notify Decatur County Highway Department, Decatur County Central Dispatch 911 center, and any affected schools.

SURFACE PREPARATION
The Contractor shall be responsible for all measures required providing a thoroughly clean and dry pavement surface including vegetation removal and sweeping prior to the Chip Seal application. The Contractor shall observe the condition of the pavement prior to bidding to determine the work necessary to provide a clean, dry pavement for construction and shall include the work necessary in the bid. Immediately prior to applying the asphalt material, the existing roadway surface shall be thoroughly cleaned of all loose material, dust, salt, vegetation, and other objectionable material. Particular care shall be taken to thoroughly clean the outer pavement edges, ruts, dips, and intersections.

PROTECTION OF UTILITIES Utility covers, manholes, grated inlets, curb inlets, survey monuments, concrete driveway approaches, sidewalks, and traffic device covers located in the roadway shall be protected from coverage and referenced for prompt location and cleaning following application. The Contractor shall be responsible for covering, locating, removing, and cleaning following application. The methods used to protect, reference, located, and clean shall be submitted by the Contractor and shall be subject to approval by the highway superintendent or their designee All such materials shall be removed and properly disposed of by the Contractor at the end of each workday.

APPLICATION:

The asphalt material shall be applied in uniform and sufficient quantity to seal the pavement surface and provide bond to the cover aggregate. The following rates of application shall be used:

Apply the asphaltic material at the following: Rate of application: 0.40 +/- .03 gallons/SY
The aggregate shall be applied at the rate of 20 +/- 3 pounds per square yard.  The Contractor shall take all precautions to minimize contamination of the aggregate.
Note: Rates of application shall be adjusted as necessary to obtain 70% embedment of the aggregate chip into the asphalt after the asphalt has cured and the road is open to traffic. Aggregate and asphalt shall be applied in a single pass. Making additional adjustments to the rate of application during the project may be needed.
APPLICATION OF BITUMINOUS MATERIALS:
The application of the emulsion shall be performed by means of a pressure distributor in a manner to achieve a uniform and continuous spread over the asphalt surface. The temperature of the emulsion shall be a minimum of 160 F. The distributor shall be moving forward at proper application aped at the time the spray bar is opened. If at any time a nozzle becomes clogged or not spraying a proper pattern, the operation shall be immediately halted until repairs are made. Repairs shall be made immediately after deficiencies are noted and prior to the aggregate spreader at all times during construction. The width of the spread shall be no greater than the width of the aggregate spreader except where additional passes are required the emulsion shall be four inches beyond the aggregate spread at fifty percent application rate. At no time shall the emulsion be allowed to break, chill, setup, harden, or otherwise impair the aggregate retention before the aggregate has been properly applied and rolled. Distribution operations shall not proceed when it is evident that the asphalt spread will not be covered with aggregate and rolled all in accordance with the prescribed schedule. At no time shall tires of the dump trucks or aggregate spreader come in contact with the fresh bituminous material.


APPLICATION OF COVER COAT AGGREGATE:
The aggregate shall be applied immediately following the emulsion application by the approved aggregate spreader.  The Contractor, prior to start of work, shall calibrate the aggregate spreader to achieve the design application rate of the cover coat aggregate. Spreading shall be accomplished in such a manner that the tires of the trucks and aggregate spreader never contact the newly applied bituminous material. The width of the aggregate spreader shall be equal to the width of the emulsion spread, except where additional passes are required. Areas, which are deficient in aggregate, shall be covered immediately with additional material. The speed of the spreader shall be restricted to prevent the aggregates from rolling.  Starting and stopping of the spreader shall be minimized.  The edges of the aggregate application shall be sharply defined. 
Previously used aggregates from sweeping shall not be returned to the stockpile or the spreader for reuse.

ROLLING
  Initial rolling shall begin immediately after the application of the cover coat aggregate. The first roller pass shall be completed within 2 minutes of aggregate application.  The Contractor shall provide a minimum of two (2) pneumatic rollers and a completed rolling operation shall consist of three (3) complete coverages using pneumatic tired rollers. Rolling operations shall be completed within thirty (30) minutes after the cover aggregate is applied.  Rollers shall be operated in unison, in a close interval, and if the width of spread allows, in a staggered formation.  Rollers shall not be operated at a speed in excess of seven (7) miles per hour.  The weight and tire pressures of the rollers shall be varied as to obtain the most satisfactory embedment of the cover material without undue crushing of the aggregate.  Turning rollers on the freshly treated surface is prohibited.  Rolling at night or when light conditions would create a traffic hazard will not be allowed.  Should the rolling operation be delayed, the aggregate and emulsion spreading shall be halted until the operation regains proper sequencing and timing.

SWEEPING:
The contractor will be responsible for surplus aggregate left on the road surface where excess stone has been applied to the top layer. All extra stone from malfunctions and spills shall be removed by the contractor. Sweeping shall be done after chip seal has properly cured, and care will be taken not to dislodge imbedded aggregate or damage the surface. Any excess aggregate swept by the Contractor will be the responsibility of the Contractor for disposal. Disposal of excess material swept shall be included in the square yard price.



QUALITY CONTROL:
The County reserves the right to cease operations at any time.

The Contractor is responsible for quality control (QC) of the materials and workmanship and shall submit a QC plan s for verifying the quality of the materials and workmanship. The Contractor’s QC plan shall include but is not limited to sampling, testing, inspection, monitoring, documentation, and corrective action procedures during transport, stockpiling and placement operations. All QC test results shall be submitted to Decatur County as required or at the end of the contract. A material certification shall be submitted from each supplier for each batch of material delivered to the project, including test results. The QC records shall be available to the Agency at all times and shall be retained by the contractor for the life of the contract. This work shall be the sole responsibility of the Contractor and will not be paid for separately but included in the cost of other items of the contract.
COMPLIANCE WITH SPECIFICATIONS	
The Contractor shall attest in writing to Decatur County that the chip seal has been constructed in accordance with and meets the requirements of the specifications at the conclusion of the project.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT:
The quantities stated in the bid will not be used in establishing final payment due the successful Contractor.
Payment for the accepted quantity of the Seal Coat at the Contract bid unit price of measure is compensation in full for all costs of furnishing and applying the material as specified. Payment shall be made in accordance with the schedule set forth below at the Contract bid price for the specified unit of measure.

Additionally, the CONTRACTOR is not required to participate if the CONTRACTOR is self-employed and does not employ any employees.
The CONTRACTOR shall not knowingly employ or contract with an unauthorized alien. The CONTRACTOR shall not retain an employee or contract with a person that the CONTRACTOR subsequently learns is an unauthorized alien.
The CONTRACTOR shall require his/her/its subcontractors, who perform work under this contract, to certify to the CONTRACTOR that the subcontractor does not knowingly employ or contract with an unauthorized alien and that the subcontractor has enrolled and is participating in the E-Verify program. The CONTRACTOR agrees to maintain this certification throughout the duration of the term of a contract with a subcontractor.
The OWNER may terminate the Contract for default if the CONTRACTOR fails to cure a breach of this provision no later than thirty (30) days after being notified by the OWNER.”
